Asterias series
Greek for children 6/7 - 12/13 years old

General information

The pedagogical approach used in the series Asterias took into account
the children’s psychology at this young age, which in turn determined the
selection of topics, language activities and vocabulary used throughout the
series.

The language needs for expression of children at this age revolve around
their EGO and its relation to the MICROCOSM which surrounds and includes
them. Subjects such the house, the school, places of entertainment, the town,
the neighborhood, friends and schoolmates, parties and holidays constitute
(the starting points for the creation) the prompts and settings for language
activities.

The Asterias series’ first priority is the child’s aural familiarization with and
communication in the Greek language, aiming to improve comprehension and
enhance correct expression. This is achieved in parallel with instruction and
training in writing, reading, simple grammar and phonetics, as well as
elements of Greek culture.

The grammatical and syntactical phenomena of interest are presented-in
within a communicative frame in the form of dialogues, poems, songs, games
and exercises. A more thorough approach to the grammatical and syntactical
phenomena is achieved through their organization/presentation in concise
tables at the end of each unit. The grouping of nouns according to the way
they are declined and their gender results in an increased understanding of
the language.

Regarding the difficulties of the double or triple consonants and the
particularities of Greek phonetics and accentuation, exercises have been
devised in order to teach early and prevent the perpetuation of fossilized
errors through advanced levels.

Generally, Asterias series resulted from an effort to fill the void existing in
the study of Greek as a second/foreign language for children aged 6/7 to
12/13.

Comparisons about vocabulary and cultural elements are of the Asterias
series main aims.

- The vocabulary, besides accomplishing its basic mission, is also an activity
book, introducing a new approach regarding the translation of the Greek
language into the child’s mother tongue. In this way, within the pages of the
Vocabulary book, there is a game played between the mother tongue and the
L2 which gives to the child the opportunity to compare the two languages in a



creative manner. A number of stickers (for the levels 1 & 2) further improves
the books and makes them more attractive to children.
- Comparisons about cultural elements reinforce the knowledge of the L2 and
strengthens the love for learning a second language. At the same time the
child learns to appreciate the manners and customs of other countries in order
to be able to make contacts and actively participate in an intercultural society.
We hope that the result of this work, the Asterias series, is a tool friendly to
the user, imaginative, effective, and appealing both to students and teachers.

Vocabularies 1 (1a + 1b), 2, 3, 4.

Each vocabulary of the series is not just a glossary companion, but also a
workbook with various activities. The children build up their own vocabulary
bank with new words from each unit, translating from their first language (L1)
to the second/foreign language (L2) or vice versa.

In addition, only for the levels 1 & 2 they fill out 10 double pages at the end
of the book. Each double page includes words with blanks for their matching
stickers, in order for the students to create a thematic vocabulary units, e.g.
The clothes | wear, The animals | love etc. In this way, children increase their
vocabulary in a creative way, by matching words with pictures with the use of
stickers and writing/ copying the  Greek words or their translations.

The vocabulary of Asterias 1 comprises 1000 words and expressions. (+ 80
stickers)
The vocabulary of Asterias 2 comprises 1300 words and expressions. (+80
stickers)

The vocabulary Asterias 3 comprises 2000 words and expressions (without
stickers).
The vocabulary Asterias 4 comprises 2200 words (without stickers).

Sound material - Songs 1 (1la+ 1b), 2, 3,4

It is a very important supplement to the basic material that enhances the
acquisition of the Greek language and its proper pronunciation effortlessly,
with the help of the rhythm and music.

The songs help the students better assimilate certain grammatical and
syntactical phenomena, enrich their vocabulary, familiarize themselves with
contemporary topics and ideas, as well as certain elements of Greek culture
and everyday life in Greece. In addition, children are exposed to a variety of
listening material, thus getting used to the proper pronunciation, accentuation,
and the rhythm of the new language, learning at the same time various
structures and expressions of the language.

The types of songs included in the sound material are mostly newly created
songs both in terms of music and lyrics, with some folk songs — slightly altered
— and traditional songs in their original form. Each song, depending on its
content, has its own style in order to avoid repetition and monotony. Thus, the
student can hear ballads, jazz, Greek tunes, pop music etc.

The Sound material Level 1 contains 21 songs
(10 songs for Asterias 1a & 11 songs for Asterias 1b).



The Sound material Level 2 contains 15 songs.
The Sound material Level 3 contains 15 songs.
The Sound material Level 4 contains 11 songs.

Sound material - Texts 1 (1a + 1b), 2, 3, 4.

The Texts Sound material contains the texts, the dialogues and the listening
exercises of each level. It enhances the listening comprehension of the
dialogues and texts of the textbook. The children become familiar with the
pronunciation of the Greek language and its rhythm, as they have the
opportunity to hear a number of different voices act out the roles and read the
texts. The sound material helps develop the listening skill as well as the
prosody and the rhythm of the language.

Teacher’s books 1 (1a + 1b), 2, 3, 4.

The Teachers’ book of each level has an extensive how to use guide in order
for the teacher to take full advantage of the material. It also has the keys to
the exercises of the Textbook and the Workbook.

It is short, but very handy and quick to use, as the teacher may, find out at a
glance what the communicative goals of the lesson are, what grammatical
phenomena are presented, as well as the pronunciation of the words that
need focus and practice.

Overview of the material Asterias 1a

The textbook Asterias 1 is divided in two volumes: Asterias 1a and Asterias
1b.

As from the first chapters, the method uses the imaginative, humoristic and
colorful drawings, the songs, and the short texts in order to teach the new
vocabulary and expressions, the grammar, the syntax, the pronunciation and
the rhythm of the language — in a systematic and organized way.

By the end of Asterias 1a, the students will be able to communicate using a
basic vocabulary related to their identity, residence, origin, family, house,
classroom objects, and food they eat for breakfast. The students will also be
able to describe themselves or others (color of eyes, hair etc.). In addition,
they will be able to describe in simple phrases their country of origin and
answer questions related to the language(s) they speak. They will be able to
use numbers 1-10.

The grammar includes (simple verbs in present tense — indicative — past
imperative, the three genders of the articles, basic adjectives, personal
pronouns, etc.) is related to the communicative goals of Asterias 1a.

In textbook Asterias 1a the focus is mainly on the speaking skills.

At the end of the book, there is a complete vocabulary of Asterias 1a
classified per chapter. The words and expressions are translated in 6
languages, respectively in level 1 vocabularies.

* The students who had used Mikros Asterias, Reading and Writing, will be

able to use more efficiently the two textbooks, Asterias 1a and Asterias 1b,
because they are already familiar with reading and writing skills.

Textbook 1b

In Asterias 1b the communicative goals for the beginners’ level are
completed. As in Asterias 1a, in Asterias 1b the drawings and the songs
support the acquisition of the language. In the textbook Asterias 1b the focus
is put mainly on speaking and then on writing. However, the workbook
elaborates the writing skill.

New topics are added in the communicative goals and the vocabulary:
clothes, seasons and months, weather, transportation and means of transport,
as well as types of residence, with new vocabulary on moving houses and
furniture. The vocabulary related to the cities, suburbs, streets, and buildings,
is completed with questions on where someone resides. The numbers go up
to 21. At the same time, new tenses are introduced, i.e. simple future, and
past tense, via communicative goals that are related to the winter holidays,
Christmas, New Year’s, and Epiphany- thus adding cultural elements too.
Adverbs, pronouns, and other grammatical phenomena, along with greetings,
wishes, and other new expressions complete the material of the first level. At
the end of the book, along with the vocabulary, there are tables of grammar
corresponding to both Asterias 1a and Asterias 1b.

Asterias 2 textbook, in comparison with Asterias 1, puts more
emphasis on writing.
